Interactive Notebook Description


This is your notebook.  


	You must think of your notebook as a representation of your self, so take care of it. No pages are allowed to be torn out.  If you mess up, you can paste a fresh sheet of paper over the page and start over.  If you run out of room, you can attach an extra sheet of paper(s) with glue or tape to extend the page and complete the assignment, once finished you can fold the extension into the notebook.


What goes on the Left:


	Any information given to you to process is placed on the left.  This could be a hand-out, notes from a lecture, notes from a reading assignment, exercises, vocabulary sheets, essential questions, big ideas, research, project information, examples, or samples. 


What goes on the Right:


	Your response goes on the right.  Here you demonstrate your understanding of the material or input on the left-hand side of the page. In all cases the work on the right is a reflection of your understanding of what is on the left-hand side.   Here are some more ideas for interaction:

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The Four Agreements





Don Miguel Ruiz wrote a book called The Four Agreements, published in 1997. The Four Agreements come from the ancient Toltec wisdom of the native people of Southern Mexico. The Toltec were 'people of knowledge' - scientists and artists who created a society to explore and conserve the traditional spiritual knowledge and practices of their ancestors. The Toltec viewed science and spirit as part of the same entity, believing that all energy - material or ethereal - is derived from and governed by the universe. 


Here are short descriptions of the agreements:





Agreement One:  Be impeccable with your word - Speak with integrity. Say only what you mean. Avoid using the word to speak against yourself or to gossip about others. Use the power of your word in the direction of truth and love. 





Agreement Two: Do not take anything personally - Nothing others do is because of you. What others say and do is a projection of their own reality, their own dream. When you are immune to the opinions and actions of others, you will not be the victim of needless suffering.





Agreement Three: Do not make assumptions - Find the courage to ask questions and to express what you really want. Communicate with others as clearly as you can to avoid misunderstandings, sadness and drama. With just this one agreement, you can completely transform your life.





Agreement Four:  Always do your best - Your best is going to change from moment to moment; it will be different when you are healthy as opposed to sick. Under any circumstance, simply do your best, and you will avoid self-judgment, self-abuse and regret.





Discuss the Four Agreements with a partner, friend, parent or instructor. 


On the opposing page, respond to one or all of the Four Agreements in the manner in which you see fit or are instructed.  For example you can re-write the four agreements in your own words.  Or you could build a comic strip explaining the four agreements.  Perhaps drawing a picture which reflects one or all the agreements, or building a collage.  For more advanced students consider writing a letter or even an essay explaining how you use, or could use the four agreements ever day.  Remember!  What do we do?  We first do what we have to; then we do what we want to do.
